Children on the autism spectrum have difficulties in sharing thoughts, feelings, meanings, intentions and othe
experiences of living in the world. Although they find others significant, they do not easily key in to normal soc
interactive behaviours. This results in the neglect of vital social and communicative information in normal eve
interactions, and sometimes odd or even bizarre behaviour. Consequently, as the child grows and learns abo
world, they may miss out on huge chunks of important information about how other people love, hate, fear an
desire. They do not pick up on how others respond to similar experiences and then picture them in their mind

Because they do not fully understand the shared nature of thinking and feeling, they may become somewhat
detached from the social world. This detachment may take many forms, including aloofness, remoteness, a ri
inflexibility, a distant or sometimes dreamy passivity, a fascination with unusual interests and an array of soci
behaviours that other people may find strange.

A child unable to learn through a shared understanding will have amebaece on rational thinking, which leads t
an unbalanced view of the world. By learning to share thoughts, feelings and experience, children on the auti
trum can gain intellectual and emotional balance.

1 Feeling what other people feel and understanding emotions;

1 Taking turns and understanding groups;
